Tipton County CAD reported Mason PD had 46 calls for police service during the
month of November.
Mason PD assisted Fire and EMS in November 6 times.

Mason PD issued 36 citations in November, 18 speeding and 18 other. Lt. Norfok-
36.

1. Thave filed for a State funded VCIF grant in the amount of $31,750 for the
Mason Police Department. Every Police and Sheriffs Dept. in Tennessee
can file for this grant based on the population of the particular city or county.
This was the amount allocated for the Town of Mason. It was created to
help each town fight crime in their community.

2. Friday, December 16™, the blue light cameras were relocated near the clubs
and from Richland Hills sub to Finde-Naifeh Rd at the entrance to Beaver
Creek Sub. Also 3 LPRs (License Plate Readers) will be added to the
cameras. A wireless transmitter will be added to the cameras at the clubs to
provide the Police Dept. with 24 hr access to monitor club activity thru a tv
that must be purchased.

3. Investigator Tim Goodroe has developed suspects and seized the vehicle
used in the last drive-by shooting at 78 Friendship Cl. in Richland Hills
subdivision. The mother of the suspect is not cooperating. Arrests are
forthcoming.

4. We received our 2 peviously ordered Tazers less lethal weapons at the
Police Dept. They have been put into service. They are carried in a holster
on the officers belt.
